The Difference 
Between the two 
categories?

DW: Recast, Trans‐
formed, Adapted
Comp: Selected, 
Coordinated, 

Important Distinction

A DW is itself Copy‐
rightable (if sufficient‐
ly original, fixed, etc.)

DW creator as P

A Copyright Owner 
has the right to 
prevent others from 
creating DWs of it 
(Adaptations)

DW creator as D

Section 103(a), clause 
2 confusingly ties the 
two together

If you derived your work 
from another, and that 
person still had a Copyright, 
and you infringed, you do 
not get to ENFORCE your 
rights against the world.
